RE: Proposal from Rhode Island College to change the name of the RI 

STEM Center to the RI STEAM Center   

 

Background 

 
Rhode Island College is requesting approval to change the name of the RI STEM 
Center to the RI STEAM Center.  STEAM education adds arts and design (A) to 
the traditional science, technology, engineering and mathematics (STEM) 
disciplines.  The inclusion of arts and design within STEM represents a more 
holistic view of exploration and discovery and acknowledges the important role 
that design thinking and creativity play in innovative solutions to problems and 
in the development of new ideas.   

 

Rationale 

 
RIC states that STEAM education combines the free-thinking and flexible 
processes of creativity with the structural frameworks of critical thinking.  Since 
RISD heavily promoted the concept of STEAM education a few years ago,  
Rhode Island has capitalized on this.  The Rhode Island STEAM (science, 
technology, engineering, arts and design, mathematics) Now Coalition is a broad 
alliance of nearly 250 individuals from across the state representing business, 
education, and government, organized and coordinated by the Rhode Island 
STEM Center at Rhode Island College. This coalition is working to increase the 
number of students who pursue degrees and careers in STEAM and to increase 
STEAM literacy for all students regardless of career paths.    
 
The name change from the RI STEM Center to the RI STEAM Center will be more 
closely aligned and branded with the Rhode Island STEAM Now Coalition 
allowing for greater promotion of integrated STEAM programs.  The change will 
also provide the Center the opportunity to build on past success and establish 
itself as an organization that develops STEAM within a context of research, 
quality and sustainability.
