I will deepen my assessment literacy by reading guidance on best practices for educational assessment and data use, collaborating with colleagues to review a new teacher-created assessment, and conduct collaborative scoring of student work.

ACTION STEPS

September:  My colleagues and I will read the Using Baseline Data & Information guidance and complete the worksheet individually.

October:  The third grade team will meet to share our questions, thoughts, and use of the Using Baseline Data guidance and worksheet. We will compare our targets and finalize our SLOs at this time.

November:  My colleagues and I will read the Guidance on Selecting and Developing Quality Assessments in the Elementary Classroom individually.

December:  The 3rd grade team will meet to discuss the guidance, share our questions, and map out the Comprehensive Assessment System for our grade level using the CAS Criteria and Guidance Appendices as a template.

January:  My colleagues and I will read/review the Assessment Review Tool and accompanying Sample.

February:  The 3rd grade team will meet to complete the Assessment Review Tool protocol for a writing assessment that we’ve drafted for use as evidence for one of our SLOs in SY2014-15. Based on the results of the review, we will revise the assessment as necessary.

March:  My colleagues and I will read/review the Best Practices for Collaborative Scoring resource.

April: The 3rd grade team will meet to complete the Collaborative Scoring exercise included in the tool.

May:  The 3rd grade team will use the best practices identified in the resource to complete collaborative scoring of evidence for our SY2013-14 SLOs.
